· The Loop follows Bay to Baker proposed trail from general Cordata area northeast to Everson. West of Cordata is problematic along the Nooksack River due to Fish and Wildlife and Natural Resource Conservation Service (NRCS) flood concerns.

· It crosses to the north side of Nooksack in Ferndale area and continues along the river. 

· North of Ferndale, The Loop may follow Fishtrap Creek or may follow Bertand Creek. 
· Lynden east follows the rail line until it splits then follows the abundant rail line south to Everson and then possibly to abundant county road to Dewey Valley, under I-5 to Cornwall Park.

· The Loop will be built to standard in order to apply for grants. 

· It will be used for transportation, health and will include native interpretive sections.
