At the February 3, 2010 meeting, the Foothills Subarea Plan Advisory Committee reviewed the Whatcom County Planning Commission recommendations relating to limited areas of more intensive rural development (LAMIRDs) and made the following recommendations.  Recommendations were by consensus unless otherwise noted.
1. Deming - The Committee recommended maintaining their previous proposal to expand the Small Town Commercial zone west of Mitchell Rd. (see Draft Foothills Subarea Plan, chapter 2, p. 19).
2. Welcome – The Planning Commission recommended rezoning the area around Welcome from Rural one dwelling/two acres (R2) to Rural one dwelling/10 acres (R10). The Committee recommended (by 6-2 vote) rezoning this area to Rural one dwelling/five acres (R5) instead of R10.
3. Kendall - The Committee supported the Planning Commission recommendation.
4. The Glen at Maple Falls – The Committee supported the Planning Commission recommendation.  However, the committee noted that The Glen could be designated as a LAMIRD, if the new County Council decides to consider residential/recreational LAMIRDs throughout the County.
5. Maple Falls - The Committee supported the Planning Commission recommendation.
6. Glacier Springs – The Committee supported the Planning Commission recommendation.
7. Glacier – The Committee recommended adding the triangular 14-acre parcel immediately east of Mt. Baker Rim to the Rural Center LAMIRD designation.  The committee did not address proposed zoning for the 14-acre parcel at this time. 
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
