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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

As many predicted, this year
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X Prohibiting auditors and the secretary of state from having their name on election envelopes or
materials in the year they are running for office.

X Clarifying the timing of calling special elections (increasing to 60 days instead of 46 days), for those
counties producing local voter pamphlets, each measure being called must be submitted by the
resolution deadline rather than 45 days before the publication of the pamphlet, and certification dates
are reduced to 14 days for specials and the primary. The certification for the general remains 21 days.

X For initiatives, they must include fiscal impacts statements.

X Presidential Preference Primary be moved from May to March and the results must be utilized in
selection of delegates to the national Convention.
